[image: image14.wmf]That’s Why They Call It Park Avenue! – Did you know that Park Avenue was originally a park?  Go figure.  Well this summer, NYC is taking a trip back in time by closing off Park Avenue to vehicular traffic and making it a pedestrian paradise once again.  For three Saturday’s in August (the 9th, 16th and 23rd), from 7am until 1pm, the south side of Park Avenue becomes a car-free route from the Brooklyn Bridge to 72nd Street.  Part of the city’s new Summer Streets program, there will be bike rentals, rest stops, and even yoga classes along the route. 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If You Build It . . .  - Not content to just be the Art Capital of the World, this summer NYC becomes the art! The New York City Waterfalls, a major new work of public art by internationally acclaimed artist Olafur Eliasson, will be on view in New York's East River from June 26th through October 13th 2008. Commissioned by Public Art Fund, the project consists of four monumental, man-made waterfalls temporarily installed at sites along the waterfront in Brooklyn, Manhattan, and Governors Island.
